DRIVER Confessions of a DE Day addict....

@ Is it just me, or...are my DE Track Day compulsions
EDUCATION J taking hold?

By Mike Roberts £\ oy time | look at my tires, the tread seems to
vary...sometimes it seems like they have plenty of wear left, some-
times they look worn on the outside. So | turn the steering wheel to
full lock to make sure | can see the whole tire.

But the rears are harder to see...and my brakes — it’s a while since |
looked at the pads. They must be worn by now...and | need them to
have at least 50% left to go to Thunderhill...so | take the wheels off
one by one so | can see both sides of the pads — and inspect all of
the tires.

And then when I'm driving the car — is it pulling to the right or is it the
rough patch of road I'm on? Do | need an alignment? The camber
levels out — it feels OK now. But them I’'m on rougher road again,
and the Carrera’s steering wheel starts to dance in my hands, like
the front wheels are square. Are they out of balance? But it's OK, it
was another random challenge on the variable road surface testing
ground, which most people know as ‘The 580’.

| go to bed at night reading ‘Going Faster’ by the Skip Barber School.
Not sure how many times | have read it...there’s a lot in it. Funny
though, next day | can never seem to remember what | read.

And when I’'m on the road, | start to think more of lines. Today, wait-
ing to turn left at one of our larger intersections, there’s a big SUV
sitting in the lane to my left, also waiting for green. The dotted line in
front of us describes a simple arc through the intersection into the
lanes we want. Easy. Yet, the SUV ignores the dotted guidance and
goes straight-line for the other side, necessitating hard braking, an
early apex, and the inevitable track-out into my lane! A nice late apex
gets me on the gas early, so by the time my lane is invaded, I'm long
gone...and | haven’t even broken the speed limit.

I’'m also practicing my heeling and toeing. (That's when you apply
the brakes while simultaneously using the throttle to meet the higher
revs as you downshift). A few years ago, | asked a driving coach
how | could get better at this — he said to sit in the car, engine off and
practice...applying the brakes and the throttle.

Ever tried to explain to your spouse why you are spending a solitary
evening, sitting in a quiet car, imagining you are driving it? The sin-
cere ‘are you, um...OK?'. ‘Yes, I'm practicing heeling and toeing’! |
can just hear her on the phone to her friends...”I'm a bit worried
about Mike - he’s spending hours in the garage, just sitting in his car.

At least he’s not making car noises but, he’s just sitting there....”.

I've printed out the Safety Inspection form a few times now. When |
sign up, | usually print it immediately. Then | can’t find it, so | print
another. | even start to fill out the sections. Then, on the day of the
Safety Inspection, | print another and as | put it in the glove-box and |
find the other two...

| Google the track. At Thunderhill you can now put the little figure on
it and go for a walk around like you can with Infineon or Laguna. But
not all of it, as you try to go over turn 5, it switches to a photo of two
blokes on bicycles. But you can get a good aerial view and see the
shape of the turns. And hey Microsoft, why isn’t Thunderhill on Forza
47?

My preference is not to look at on-line Forums too much. Some infor-
mation is OK, but you do wonder if the post giving you advice on
alignments and setup is actually being written by a 12 year old game
addict whose understanding comes from an electronic drop-down
menu. Not only that, but on-line, every minor mechanical problem
seems of epidemic proportions leading to the instant reduction of
your five year old Porsche to scrap values.

Keller Estate Wine and Auto Tour
by Walt Lietz

Who is Arturo Keller and why does he have almost a $100 million

dollars in old cars stored at his Sonoma County winery? As we

walked through the Keller Estate wine caves on Saturday, February

11 seventy PCA members were asking the same question.

It all started after our weekly breakfast in Walnut Creek. Lillie
Echevarria called us together in the parking lot of the Buttercup
Pantry and gave us
our maps and re-
minded us of the PCA
rules - lights on, no
speeding, watch out
for the car behind you!
- and then we headed
out the parking lot,
past Sears Point
(Infineon  Raceway),
and up Lakeville High-
way toward Petaluma.
The Keller Estate sits just off the highway on a beautiful piece of land
overlooking the Petaluma River. As we drove up Lillie pulled us
aside. Jacquie and | waited to see if the $150,000 Panamera Turbo |
was driving was worthy of being included in the photo opportunity
she was organizing in front of the main entrance. We finally parked
alongside the rest of the Porsches and got our picture taken.

We were happy to see members from the Golden Gate, Loma Prieta
and Redwood regions and our Zone 7 representative, Sharon Nei-
del, waiting for us in front of the winery as the guards opened the
first automobile hall (it could not be called a garage) and we poured
in. On the right stood three fully restored Duesenbergs, then there

were Bentleys, Jags, a few Rolls and lots of older cars which were
harder to identify. We were in the America-English wing of the Keller
collection. Many of the cars were winners at Pebble Beach Concours
D’Elegance and others were winners of notable races around the
world.

Next stop was the Italian collection housed in its own hall across the
winery courtyard. A sea of red cars greeted us. A few Ferraris but
many more Alfas were on display. We were not allowed to photo-
graph the collection so if you missed the tour you have to hope for
your own invitation to
see it all. The third
and fourth wings of
the collection were
not open for us and
this included the Ger-
man cars. We can
only imagine which
Porsches were in
there.

Arturo’s  daughter,
Ana, met us at the
wineries reception desk and took us on a tour of the wine caves and
the production facility. She explained how the soil changes from the
river bank to the top of the hills and how this allows Keller to grow
many different kinds of grapes. Keller Estates is unique in that it
grows all the grapes for all their wines on their own property. After
the tour, we went upstairs to our private tasting room where we
sampled several wines and enjoyed meeting the members from the
other Zone 7 regions.
